Being the first meeting for 2009 we anticipated a few
hiccups with registration, but when you consider we had
over 207 riders in attendance, the sign on crew did a
great job keeping it all together.

Please remember that club race days are open to CLUB
MEMBERS ONLY. This has always been the rule and is
consistent with other clubs. Memberships will not be
accepted on race days as there is no time available so if
you intend racing, ensure you become a club member
prior by joining up at the canteen on a practice day.
Note that memberships can be paid for in cash only.

Also be sure to check the class you are entering. We
had quite a few riders, especially juniors, entering the
incorrect class/age group.

Seniors riders MUST race the correct bike for their
selected class i.e. in the lites class you are to race a
125T or a 250F, in the open class are to race a bike with
a minimum capacity of 250T or 450F. The only
exception to this is the unlimited class.

If you change your race number, please advise the
ladies at sign on so the records can be updated.

Obviously, you MUST sign on for all classes you race
in. We will take a VERY dim view of any rider in a race
that he/she has not entered. You MUST sign the
indemnity form when registering.

We are currently looking at combining both the 65cc
and 85cc 9-11 A & B grades as we don’'t have enough
riders nominating for these classes. This will result in
there being “Open” and “C” grade classes only (With the
open class being A&B combined.)

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One major problem we faced at the last club day, and
most others for that matter, is flag marshals. As you are
all aware, we engage the GCSMX flaggies for our club
days but we generally need 4 or 5 extras on the day. We
also always need track waterers, starter and peg draw
volunteers. Without this help, we cannot race or
practice.

The committee and those who regularly turn up for the
working bee (and do something while they are there) put
a heap of time and effort into making the race days
happen and watching an empty track on race day
waiting for some members to chip in and help is
frustrating in the extreme. We wasted well over half an
hour last race day waiting for volunteers to come
forward, which is time we can ill afford with the limited
hours we have to complete the race program. We urge
everyone to bring someone along to help if at all
possible as the more help we get, the less time each
person will be required.

If we continue to experience this problem we will be
forced to make the job compulsory by means of
sweepstake, rotation of race classes or something
similar.

We will be discussing this issue at length at the next
committee meeting, so if you have any ideas, please
come along and share your thoughts.

Thanks to the riders who were asked to present their
bikes to Alan and Natasha for noise testing at last club
day, it was refreshing to hear that there were no
complaints and the results overall were impressive.
Motocross world wide is facing a major battle against
the ‘do gooders’ in the local community. It is imperative
we control noise and provide as little impact as possible
to the residents and we thank you for your co-operation.

Be aware that muffler packing has a limited life span
and should be replaced at regular intervals (refer to your
owners manual). Contrary to popular belief, the power of
a bike does not increase with the volume as the packing
burns out and/or clogs up. In fact, quite the reverse has
been proven as any good team mechanic will confirm.

As many of you will know, the council conducted noise
testing during the last race day. The results are out and
there has been a marked improvement in some
directions and limited improvement in others. It is
imperative that we continue to do our utmost to ensure
that we keep our bikes muffled properly, continue with
noise testing and operate only within the times that we
are allocated.

We must be very appreciative of all the work the council
has put into the club over the last year which includes all
the acoustic barriers and the work they have done
recently on the access roads and pit paddock areas.
This shows us that they are committed to helping us to
be compliant and hopefully allow us to remain at our
venue into the future.
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The scrutineering area has moved to a new area behind
the start line to provide more room and to keep bikes
out of the enclosed spectator area around the sign on
shed and score tower. No bikes are allowed in this
fenced off area at all on race day.

Please do not line up until you have the sign on sticker
on your bike. This just clogs the place up and slows
down proceedings. If you come to scrutineering without
enclosed footwear, you will be asked to leave and not
return until you have.

All junior riders will be required to bring their log books
to scrutineering with them. While you will have already
presented your log book at registration, scrutineering is
the only time we can match the rider to the bike and
verify that the required coaching has been completed.
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We are in need of a level 2 practice day official for the
weekend 6 — 7th June to run practice day, and a level 2
Race Secretary for the September club day. Our
regulars will be away on these dates so if you are able
to help or know somebody that can please let us know.
