Speed in the pit area is a constant issue so please, 
walking pace only. 
 
The above concerns are considered serious and 
disciplinary action will be taken against anyone choosing 
to breach the rules.  
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Riders that received an overall trophy last year will be 
automatically graded up a class for this year. 
 
If you have changed your riding number from last year 
please let sign on know so the records can be updated.
